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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Bolstering Our Na-
tion’s Deficient Structures Act of 2014 or the “BONDS
Act”.

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(f)  CURRENT REFUNDINGS PERMITTED.—Sub-
section (g) of section 54AA of such Code is amended by
adding at the end the following new paragraph:

“(3) TREATMENT OF CURRENT REFUNDING

BONDS.
“(A) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of this
subsection, the term ‘qualified bond’ includes

any bond (or series of bonds) issued to refund
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a qualified bond 1f—

10 “(1) the average maturity date of the
11 issue of which the refunding bond is a part
12 18 not later than the average maturity date
13 of the bonds to be refunded by such issue,
14 “(1) the amount of the refunding
15 bond does not exceed the outstanding

(h) GROSS-UP OF PAYMENT TO ISSUERS IN CASE OF
SEQUESTRATION.—In the case of any payment under sec-
tion 6431(b) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 made
after the date of the enactment of this Act to which se-
questration applies, the amount of such payment shall be
increased to an amount equal to—

(1) such payment (determined before such se-
questration), multiplied by

amount by which 1 exceeds the percentage reduction

in such payment pursuant to such sequestration.
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For purposes of this subsection, the term ‘““‘sequestration”
means any reduction in direct spending ordered in accord-
ance with a sequestration report prepared by the Director
of the Office and Management and Budget pursuant to
the Balanced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act
of 1985 or the Statutory Pay-As-You-Go Act of 2010.

(1) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
this section shall apply to obligations issued on or after

the date of the enactment of this Act.
